“That pursuant to Section 161 of the Companies Act 1967 (“the Act”) and Rule 806 of the Singapore
Exchange Securities Trading Limited (“SGX-ST”) Listing Manual Section B: Rules of Catalist (“Rules of
Catalist”), the Directors of the Company be authorised and empowered to:

(b) new shares arising from exercising share options or vesting of share awards, provided that
such share options or share awards were granted in compliance with Part VIII of Chapter 8
of the Rules of Catalist; and

(c) any subsequent bonus issue, consolidation or subdivision of shares, and, in sub-paragraph
(1) above

and this sub-paragraph (2), “subsidiary holdings” has the meaning given to it in the Rules of
Catalist;

Adjustments in accordance with sub-paragraph (2)(a) or sub-paragraph (2)(b) above are only to be
made in respect of new shares arising from convertible securities, share options or share awards
which were issued and outstanding or subsisting at the time of the passing of this Resolution.

(©)] in exercising the authority conferred by this Resolution, the Company shall comply with the
provisions of the Rules of Catalist for the time being in force (unless such compliance has been
waived by the SGX-ST), the Act and the Company’s Constitution; and

(4) unless revoked or varied by the Company in a general meeting, such authority shall continue in
force until the conclusion of the next Annual General Meeting of the Company or the date by
which the next Annual General Meeting of the Company is required by law to be held, whichever is
earlier.”

For determining the aggregate number of shares that may be issued, the total number of issued shares (excluding
treasury shares and subsidiary holdings) in the capital of the Company will be calculated based on the total number of
issued shares (excluding treasury shares and subsidiary holdings) in the capital of the Company at the time this Ordinary
Resolution is passed after adjusting for new shares arising from the conversion or exercise of any convertible securities or
share options or vesting of share awards which were issued and outstanding or subsisting at the time when this Ordinary
Resolution is passed and any subsequent bonus issue, consolidation or subdivision of shares.

Where such
member appoints two proxies, the proportion of his shareholding to be represented by each proxy shall be specified in the Proxy Form. If
no proportion is specified, the Company shall be entitled to treat the first named proxy as representing the entire number of shares entered
against his name in the Depository Register and any second named proxy as an alternate to the first named.

A member who is a relevant intermediary is entitled to appoint more than two proxies to attend and vote at the AGM, but each proxy must
be appointed to exercise the rights attached to a different share or shares held by such member. Where such member appoints more than
one proxy, the number of shares in relation to which each proxy has been appointed shall be specified in the Proxy Form.

“Relevant Intermediary” has the meaning ascribed to it in Section 181 of the Companies Act 1967.
A proxy need not be a member of the Company.

If a member wishes to appoint the
Chairman of the AGM as proxy, such member (whether individual or corporate) must give specific instructions as to voting for, voting
against, or abstentions from voting on, each resolution in the instrument appointing the Chairman of the AGM as proxy. If no specific
direction as to voting or abstentions from voting in respect of a resolution in the form of proxy, the appointment of the Chairman at the AGM
as proxy for that resolution will be treated as invalid.

The Proxy Form must be under the hand of the appointor or of his attorney duly authorised in writing. Where the instrument appointing
a proxy or proxies is executed by a corporation, it must be executed either under its seal, executed as a deed in accordance with the
Companies Act 1967 or under the hand of an attorney or an officer duly authorised, or in some other manner approved by the Directors.
Where the instrument appointing a proxy or proxies is executed by an attorney on behalf of the appointor, the letter or power of attorney or
a duly certified copy thereof must be lodged with the instrument of proxy.

Members (whether individual or corporate) appointing a proxy must give specific instructions as to his/her/its manner of voting, or
abstentions from voting, in the Proxy Form, failing which the appointment may be treated as invalid.

The Company shall be entitled to reject a Proxy Form if it is incomplete, improperly completed, illegible or where the true intentions of the
appointor are not ascertainable from the instructions of the appointor specified in the instrument (such as in the case where the appointor
submits more than one instrument of proxy).

Completion and return of the Proxy Form by a member will not prevent him/her from attending, speaking and voting at the AGM. The
appointment of the proxy(ies) for the AGM will be deemed to be revoked if the member attends the AGM in person and in such event, the
Company reserves the right to refuse to admit any person or persons appointed under the relevant instrument appointing a proxy(ies) to the
AGM.
